Meeting Minutes of November 23, 2016

The meeting, held in the Common Council Chambers at the Municipal Building, 205 S. Lincoln Avenue, was called to order at 4:00 p.m. by Chairperson Mayor Tom Kennedy.

1.) Approval of Minutes from the April 27, 2016 Plan Commission Meeting
After entertainment of same from the Chair, a Motion was made by Schwartz, seconded by Heuer and unanimously carried approving the minutes of the April 27, 2016 Plan Commission meeting.

2.) Consider preliminary plat approval and recommendation of Stonehaven – Phase 5, being an 8 lot subdivision located in a part of the NW ¼ of the SE ¼ of Section 34, Town 12 North, Range 14 East, in the City of Beaver Dam, Dodge County, Wisconsin.
This is the final phase of the Stonehaven Subdivision development which began in 1998. The Strohschein property was originally annexed for construction of Prairie View School. All lots meet the City’s subdivision ordinance and the Operations Committee has approved the Street and Utility plans. Stripping of the topsoil has begun with installation of the utilities to occur over the winter. Final acceptance and platting is anticipated for May 2017.
A Motion was made by Morgan and seconded by Schwartz Recommending a Resolution Approving the Preliminary Plat of Stonehaven – Phase 5, being an 8 lot subdivision located in a part of the NW ¼ of the SE ¼ of Section 34, Town 12 North, Range 14 East, in the City of Beaver Dam, Dodge County, Wisconsin.
Hearing no other discussion, the motion was unanimously carried.
